The attack on our great City of New York and Pentagon has left us all devastated. We all have been affected by this tragedy in some way or another. To some of us, this attack has brought back the devastating memories of the Russian war.    Many of us relived our worst nightmares of the war over again. Mandir Property

As you are aware, we are in contract to purchase the property next to our temple for $340,000.  To date we have pledges of approximately $169,000, of which $142,000 has been paid.  We are enclosing a list of members who have pledged and those who have paid their monies as of October 2, 2001.  As you all are aware, we have $80,000 in the bank and if all pledges made to date are received, we will have approximately $250,000 in cash.  We have applied for a loan of approximately $100,000 that has been approved.  Our hope is that more members will pledge and send in their checks so that we don’t have to obtain any loan.  That will give us some flexibility to borrow when we need money for construction.   We request those members who have not been contacted by our Board to please send in their checks made payable to “ASAMAI TEMPLE.”   We also thank the overwhelming support of the members who have sent in their payments and pledged.  


On the same note, in light of the tragedy in New York, we are contemplating changing our organization’s formal name to Asamai Temple, which is presently our assumed name.  Please convey any thoughts or opinions on this issue to us as well.
